Maintaining vacancies on Jobsite websites using xml over http

You can use HTTP Post requests to:

· add a new vacancy,

· renew a vacancy,

· modify a vacancy (under limited conditions), and,

· expire a vacancy.

Each of these actions will require an HTTP Post request with an xml structure.  The response to each request will also be returned in an xml structure.   

Add, Renew and Modify are all covered in the section: Basics of the HTTP request.

Expiring vacancies is covered in the section: How to expire a vacancy.

Basics of the HTTP request

This section describes the basic aspects of the http request.  These basics apply regardless of the action being performed.

To submit an http request you will need a means of creating xml structured data and a client to deliver that data to us in an HTTP Post request.

The URL to deliver your request to is shown under the relevant sections below on Posting or Expiring vacancies. 

The request should take the form of a HTTP POST Request where the "Content-Type" is set to:

text/xml 

and the body of the request is the XML itself (rather than a list of the form elements and their contents). A typical request might look like this (note that the main part of the payload has been replaced with ellipsis “…”):
POST /xpost HTTP/1.

The response to your HTTP request will be an XML document indicating whether or not the request was successful or not.   Details of the request and responses are found below.
How to post a vacancy

To add a new vacancy, renew an existing vacancy or edit an existing vacancy you must submit a Vacancy Post Request.  You should deliver your HTTP Job-Post request to the following address

Note: 

· to submit a test posting you should use your  client account, but it isn’t necessary to have available quota.
· if you don’t yet have an account but want to test the basic syntax of your request, specify the client_id as 1234 and the password as "testing".  If you have submitted your request correctly, then you should receive an error message such as "Error in vacancy data: 1234 is not a valid client ID".  This will confirm that the basic format of your request has been received and understood.
New and duplicate vacancies

New Vacancies

A new vacancy is a vacancy received by the HTTP Post service where there is no current live vacancy advertised on the site with the same combination of client_id and job_reference.  

Duplicate Vacancies

A ‘duplicate vacancy’ is a vacancy received by the HTTP Post service where there is currently a live vacancy advertised on the site with the same combination of client_id and job_reference.  The process for dealing with duplicate vacancies is determined by the Job Posting Mode.

Job Posting Mode

There are two modes in which you may post a vacancy.  The mode is specified by the value of the “Job Posting Mode” field.  The mode determines what to do when duplicate vacancies are received. 
If the field is included then it must contain one of the following values: 

· ADDITIONS_RENEWALS 

· FULL_DATABASE 

The value affects the behaviour as follows: 

ADDITIONS_RENEWALS 
Use this posting mode if you prefer to only send us vacancies that are 'to be advertised for the first time', or 'specifically renewed'. The posting rules are as follows: 

· If the vacancy is not currently advertised on the site then it is posted. 

· If a duplicate vacancy is currently advertised on the site but the vacancy details differ:

· if the vacancy was created less than 4 hours ago then the new vacancy replaces the live vacancy. This allows copy errors to be corrected with limited impact on Jobs-by-Email.

· if the vacancy was created more than 4 hours ago then an error is reported and the vacancy is rejected. 

· If an identical duplicate is currently advertised on the site, then the vacancy is renewed for the number of weeks indicated in the new vacancy unless the live vacancy was also posted today in which case an error is reported and the vacancy is rejected. 


FULL_DATABASE 
Use this mode if you prefer to send us all of the vacancies that should be advertised at 'this point in time' and we will determine which of those vacancies should be posted, renewed or ignored. The posting rules are as follows: 

· If the vacancy is not currently advertised on the site then it is posted. 

· If a duplicate vacancy is currently advertised on the site but the vacancy details differ:

· if the vacancy was created less than 4 hours ago then the new vacancy replaces the live vacancy. This allows copy errors to be corrected with limited impact on Jobs-by-Email.

· if the vacancy was created more than 4 hours ago then the new vacancy is ignored. 

· If an identical duplicate is currently advertised on the site, then the vacancy is ignored unless the live vacancy expires today in which case the vacancy is renewed for the number of weeks indicated in the new vacancy.  

What is meant by a non-identical duplicate?

If a vacancy has the same client_id and job_reference as a vacancy that is currently live then the new vacancy is further examined.  The fields shown in Table 1 are checked to see if they are identical to the live vacancy.  The comparison of the two vacancies ignores case and ignores all space characters.

The vacancy is an identical duplicate if the fields in Table 1 are the same.  

The vacancy is a non-identical duplicate if not all field values in Table 1 match.

We will process the request as described in Rules for expiring a vacancy and return a response.  An xml dtd describing this response can be found in:

· Expire Vacancy Response Definition on page 3.  

Note that there is no method for testing this type of request. 

Rules for expiring a vacancy

The request is processed as follows:

1. If the xml is badly formed then the request fails.

2. Next, the client_id and client_password are examined.  If these are invalid then the request fails.

3. The job_reference is processed.  This processing involves prefixing the given value with the relevant “client_id-“ and converting any invalid characters into valid characters.  If this completes successfully then …

4. the system checks whether there are any live vacancies with the parsed job_reference for this client_id.  If the result is 1 live vacancy then this vacancy is expired and success is returned.  In any other case, an error is returned.

Appendix 1 - XML DEFINITIONS – Vacancy post

Vacancy Post Request Definition

Note that certain characters are not allowed in the vacancy text.  These must be replaced by the xml equivalent (See Table 6 for details of xml character replacements). If you are using a commercially available xml parser then this may be dealt with automatically. 
Only tags described in the dtd should be included and should be included in the order shown in the dtd.  If the data is not well formed then the vacancy will not be uploaded.  A vacancy is considered to be well formed if:
· The data starts with the <?xml version="1.0" encoding="ISO-8859-1" ?>.  The encoding character set may vary but the set specified must be adhered to.  See Table 7 for details on other supported character sets.

· The data must contain one <gojobsite_vacancy> tag and end with the </gojobsite_vacancy> tag.

· there is one and only one vacancy within the data which must start with the <job> tag and end with the </job> tag.

· the tag names are as described in the dtd including both case and order.

· each of the mandatory tags is included for the vacancy.

· all open tags are matched by a corresponding closing tag after the relevant data.

Note that 

· Where a field is shown as optional the relevant tags may be omitted if there is no data to be included.
If the length of any of the fields is longer than expected the data in that field will be truncated unless otherwise specified (see Table 2).
